lar meetings with 

Khalil, our main coor-

dinator, and other com-

munity leaders from 

Nuristan including the 

donor of the site for 

Samanak school which 

is in the final stage of 

completion. The news 

from the other schools 

is mixed - although relative peace has prevailed in upper Bragamatal 

since the Taliban invasions of 2010 the area is still unstable and threat-

ened with a new wave of cross-border invasions. Many people have 

left for the security of Jalalabad, the nearest city 200 miles south. 

Fortunately the local Taliban remain supportive of our schools. Educa-

tion, however, is now limited by the availability of  teachers ï we 

funded training courses for 2 female teachers in Jalalabad last winter 

but more are urgently needed. Meanwhile the lack of teachers has led 

children from some schools transferring to local madrassas.  

The planned extension for Lumrukdesh, our first school, also remains a 

priority since most of the 200 plus pupils are still having to attend 

classes in the open air.  

MAZAR 

During the Afghan New Year 

holiday in March we visited the 

older Nuristani students studying 

in Mazar. In May their number 

was expanded to 13, all of them 

now in fulltime further education 

under the capable care and super-

vision of our friend Khalid Ak-

ram. The two older students from 

last year, Imran and Sikander, are 

currently preparing for university 

entrance examinations.
